(2) types of "Contact Above
the Shoulder:"

1. Ball In Play

Contact made between
opponents most often during
aerial challenges and during
attempts by players to create
space when they have
possession of the ball. Contact
is generally initiated with the
forearm or elbow and, at
times, with the palm of the
hand to an opponent's face
as the player with the ball
attempts to create space
between himself and the
opponent. Examples include
but are not limited to:

0 Aerial challenges: players
jumping up and often into
opponents to win
headers.

Referee Recruitment at Registration
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Situation 1: UNNECESSARY WHISTLE FOR OFFSIDESituation 2: Foul at Time Expires

There is no need for that whistle, but not for the
reason most referees think. Many referees might
attribute the lack of a whistle to the advantage
clause. However, | the keeper was able to
collect the ball that cleanly in an unpressured
manner, then perhaps all the elements of an
offside infraction were not present. Perhaps the
assistant referee erred in raising the flag to stop
play. Perhaps the assistant was distracted or
nervous at working at the highest level of play.
But if the keeper catches the ball in an
unpressured manner, no attacker gained an
advantage, no attacker interfered with play

and no attacker interfered with an opponent —
not enough to disrupt play and thus it should be
thought of as trifling. So, although there may
have been one or several players in an offside
position, no attackers were guilty of an offside
infraction.

Situation 3: ARE NETS REQUIRED?

The answer varies by code. For matches
played under the Laws of the Game, nets
are not required. Law 1 says nets “may” be
attached. Some league or competition
rules may require nets, and as with other
league rules, those requirements must be
followed.

Situation 4: INJURY? NOW WHAT?

After a coach enters the field with referee
permission, move away from where the
coach is going to deal with the injured
player. Too often times a coach will attend
less to the player than give the referee an
earful.
